Overton also was
very active at his current church, Oak Grove Missionary Baptist Church
serving as Amour Bearer to Pastor Johnson and in other various roles until his
health failed. 

Overton had a sense of humor and was a big jokester that could make you cry
and laugh at the same time. 

Overton had many names. Whether you affectionally called him, O.V.; Wayne,
Daddy, Uncle, Brother, Friend, Confidant; he was always respected and loved
by so, so many, even by people he didn’t know, but they knew him.
